Council Meeting Minutes 
August 25, 2009 

 
The meeting of the Grace Church Council was called to order by President Dan Warren at 7 p.m. Present 
were members Kristin Medhurst, MeLissa Lawson, Mary Helt, Joyce Lewis, Jon Rissman and Denny 
Rehder, plus Pastor Cline and Ellen Wonderlin. 
 
Following devotions by Pastor Cline, the agenda was adopted and the minutes of the June 23 meeting 
were approved. 
 
Pastor Cline spoke briefly about his observations as a delegate to the ELCA Church-wide Assembly in the 
Twin Cities. 
 
The report from the Finance Committee was accepted. 
 
Ellen Wonderlin reported on her work in Phase 1 of our approach to La voz de la Esperanza. The question 
to be addressed in Phase 1 was, “Is there a viable community to support our Latino ministry?” She 
discussed meetings with current members of Esperanza and beginning outreach efforts by those 
members. Her lengthy report highlighted the commitment of the core group to sustain and grow that 
ministry expression. Following her report, the council voted by acclamation to move to Phase 2 which is 
continued development of outreach and refinement of the Spanish worship option.  Funding continues for 
the ministry from the ELCA, SEIA Synod and partner churches in the Des Moines area. (New funding will 
be sought for Phase 2 from the ELCA and partner congregations.) The council thanked Ellen for her 
continued work on this ministry as a part-time staff person. 
 
Memorial Committee procedures were submitted by Jerry Dockum for information only. 
 
Considerable discussion revolved around budget issues for the Grace Kids Care. A tuition increase was 
approved, and MeLissa Lawson, a member of the parents’ board, volunteered to work with Heather 
Nelson, director, on finances. The creation of an oversight committee was tabled at this time. 
 
The council approved support for the replacement of the roof on the Synod office building. 
 
The meeting was adjourned with the Lord’s Prayer.
